Utility Survey plays an important role

Market of Utility Surveys
Contracts related to utilities work has tremendous increase
Eg. Existing Utility Professionals can only afford half of works (Slopes with 
high risk) which means a large amount of personnel is needed
Other government organizations, such as WSD, DSD, TD, HD and private 
organizations would also invite utility professionals to do utility surveys, 
maintenance and protection works
